Private and independent postsecondary educational institutions constitute the other segment. This bill would require any publisher of college textbooks who provides any information regarding college textbooks or supplemental materials, as defined, to disclose in writing to any faculty member or entity charged with selecting textbooks the amount that the textbook would be made available to the campus bookstore.
