	Various provisions:

1)  Deletes prohibition on use of CALTIDES and CALPADS data for purposes of pay, promotion, sanction, or personnel evaluation of an individual teacher or groups of teachers, or any other employment decisions related to individual teachers.
     The bill additionally would require CALTIDES to be used to provide a means to evaluate teacher performance.
2)  Requires interagency agreements relating to linking education data systems to be included in the strategic plan to link education data systems, and would change the date the plan is required to be delivered to January 15, 2010. The bill would authorize this provision to be implemented using specific federal grant funds.
3)  Eliminates cap on charter schools. Commencing with the 2009-10 school year, no limitation on the number of charter schools authorized to operate in the state, and would make other conforming changes.
4)  This bill would enact the Open Enrollment Act to enable pupils residing in the state to attend public schools in school districts other than their school district of residence, as defined.
5)  This bill would require the Superintendent to make recommendations to the State Board of Education (SBE), by February 1, 2010, regarding the criteria and conditions for identifying the lowest 5% of the historically low-performing public schools, as specified. By April 1, 2010, the state board would be required to approve these criteria and conditions, with any necessary revisions. The bill would require the SBE and the Superintendent, on or before June 1, 2010, and each year thereafter, to identify the lowest 5% of the historically low-performing public schools in the state. The bill would require the Superintendent, within 30 days of making this determination, to ensure each employee and parent or guardian of a child enrolled or requesting to be enrolled in a school identified is provided with federally required notices containing specified information.  
    The bill, contingent upon the availability of federal funding for these purposes, would require the Superintendent and the SBE to direct each identified school to take at least one of 3 specified alternative governance or restructuring actions required by federal law. The bill would provide for the Superintendent to recommend revocation and for the SBE to hold a hearing on revocation within 90 days if the school is a charter school. The bill would require the CDE to contract for an independent evaluation of the accountability measures established by this bill's provisions, and to submit this evaluation to the chairpersons of the Joint Legislative Budget Committee, the Assembly Committee on Budget, the Senate Committee on Budget and Fiscal Review, the Assembly Committee on Education, the Senate Committee on Education, the Governor, and the Director of Finance by no later than March 1, 2015.
6) This bill would require local educational agencies to retain other data elements deemed necessary by the Superintendent, with the approval of the SBE, to comply with the federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009.
7) This bill would require the state to develop a high-quality plan or plans, in collaboration with its participating local educational agencies as necessary, to ensure that specified goals of the federal Race to the Top Fund are met.
8)  This bill would provide that, if the Commission on State Mandates determines that the bill contains costs mandated by the state, reimbursement for those costs shall be made pursuant to these statutory provisions.
9) This bill would declare that it is to take effect immediately as an urgency statute.

	As amended on 08/08/09, states legislative intent regarding the examination of methods for making and reporting comparisons of school and district academic achievement over time based on a cohort growth measure.
States legislative intent that the PSAA committee, make recommendations to the SPI and SBE concerning the establishment of a methodology for measuring academic achievement by cohort to more accurately measure academic growth for schools and districts by providing the ability to determine both achievement and growth toward proficiency. The PSAA must  take into consideration the pilot study conducted pursuant to provision 10 of Item 6110-113-0890 of Section 2.00 of the Budget Act of 2007, (required a study of academic growth measures to evaluate multiple approaches for measuring individual pupil annual growth on the state standards. The study examined five approaches to measuring growth, including vertical scaling and different statistical mediations), federal statute and regulation associated with the ESEA/NCLB accountability waivers granted by US Secretary of Ed, and measures in use in other states that reflect student, subgroup, school and district growth. 
If the PSAA committee considers a measure of annual academic achievement growth by cohort, implemented by SPI and approved by SBE or adopted through a state plan approved by the State Education Agency, it shall meet specified statistical standards, including, utilizing a growth model in the public domain, be able to be replicated and be able to be fully and accurately explained.
In addition, the PSAA must also notify the chairpersons of the Committee on Education and on Appropriations in both houses, when making any notifications required under the Bagley-Keene Open Meeting Act.

	Deletes prohibition against data in the California Longitudinal Teacher Integrated Data Education System (CALTIDES) being used, either solely or in conjunction with data from the California Longitudinal Pupil Achievement Data System (CALPADS), for purposes to pay, promotion, sanction, or personnel evaluation of an individual teacher or groups of teachers, or of any other employment decisions related to individual teachers. Also adds language clarifying the state and federal law protecting the privacy of personally identifiable data for all individuals applies to the uses of data that may occur following the elimination of this requirement.
Adds to the authority granted to the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) to add data elements deemed necessary to CALPADS, with approval of the SBE, to comply with the federal reporting requirements delineated in ARRA. Requires the SSPI to submit an expenditure plan detailing costs to the Department of Finance (DOF) prior to data elements being added, and in turn requires DOF to notify the Joint Legislative Budget Committee within 10 days of receipt of that plan.
