· Kathleen Biermann requested secondary literacy support for Gilroy USD and met later with Laurie Stapleton, the new secondary literacy coordinator.

· Michael Milliken requested mathematic support for students struggling in Algebra 1.  A follow-up meeting with the math coordinator was scheduled to discuss EPGY, ALEKS, and the new NROC Algebra 1 course offered through the SCCOE.

· GUSD requested additional AVID support at Mt. Madonna High School.

· ESUHSD, PAUSD, and CUHSD felt their AVID classes were well supported by the SCCOE.

· Martha Martinez mentioned RSDSS funds are available for eligible districts to support AVID training.

· CCSS – Math

· The draft CCSS HS Math Scope and Sequence was shared and David Foster, who chaired the committee creating the document, was available to answer questions.
· Legislative Update – AB1313

· Discussion regarding submitting CTE Courses for A-G credit; and preparing courses for submittal through attending the UCCI Institute.

· Discussion regarding credentialing teachers to teach Project Lead the Way Courses for Math/Science credit.

· Sam from Orchard SD recommended a working committee be formed to establish credentialing requirements for the new courses.  

· There was a suggestion to place the credentialing issue on the next SCCOE district-wide HR meeting agenda.   



	III.  Common Core State Standards (CCSS)
· Guest Speaker:  David Foster – Assessments
· Bringing California’s K-to-College Assessment System into the 21st Century Summit Announcement
	· No Child Left Behind (NCLB) is still dominating education and education is still accountable to NCLB mandates. Schools must close the achievement gap, administer state standards and state testing, and if students continue to fail, states place sanctions on the failing schools/districts.  The achievement gap has not narrowed.   
· The achievement gap between white and minority students has not narrowed in recent years, despite the focus of the No Child Left Behind law on improving black and Hispanic scores, according to results of a federal test considered to be the nation’s best measure of long-term trends in math and reading proficiency. National Ave. 282 (Massachusetts (1st) 299 and California (49) is at 270.  
· Under NCLB, states developed different standards with CCSS.    Content will not vary, how it is taught is the varying objective.  

· 46 states, D.C. and the Virgin Islands have adopted the CCSS.  
· Current STAR Assessments test grades 2-11, with writing at 4th and 7th grades.  Only paper and pencil option.  Only multiple choice questions. STAR is part of the state and federal accountability system.  

· Proposed CCSS Assessments would test grades 3-8 and 11.  Grades 9 and 10 available for states that choose to use them.  Test will be delivered via computer with paper and pencil options for 3 years.  Tests will be taken during the final 12 weeks of school.  Accountability system not established yet.

	IV.  Legislative Updates
· Common Core State Standards
· Senate Bill 48 
· CDE Online School Library Survey
	· AB124 will establish the English Language Development Standards Advisory Committee responsible for updating, revising and aligning, by August 31, 2012, the English Language Development (ELD) standards with the common core English Language Arts academic content standards recently approved by the State Board of Education (SBE).  
· SB140 Existing law requires the SBE to adopt basic instructional materials for use in kindergarten and grades 1 to 8, inclusive, and authorizes the state board to establish criteria for that purpose.  Evaluation criteria to guide the development and review of supplemental instructional materials will be recommended and SBE approved.  Also requires the department on a one-time basis, to develop a list, on or before July 1, 2012 of supplemental instructional materials for use in kindergarten and grades 1-8, inclusive that are aligned with the California common core academic content standards for mathematics.

· AB250 would begin a process for the development and adoption of curriculum frameworks and instructional materials that are aligned to the state’s common core academic content standards.  This bill will also extend the operative date of the state’s assessment system by one year and position the state’s assessments in such a manner to give the state flexibility to adapt to changes in federal law and transition to high quality assessments that are aligned to the common core standards.  This bill would also create professional development training opportunities to support teachers.  

· This law goes into effect on January 1, 2012.  SB48 makes several additions to Ed Code Sections dealing with the course of study, classroom instruction and instructional materials.  Governing boards will be directed to only adopt instructional materials that ‘accurately portray the cultural and racial diversity of our society.’  Sexual orientation and occupation were added to prohibitions on ‘matter reflecting adversely on persons because of their race, sex, color, creed, handicap, national origin or ancestry.  An FAQ can be accessed from the Ed Services website Assistant Superintendents documents.  
· Ed Code Section 18122 directs local governing boards to report to the CDE on the condition of school libraries.  CDE created this online data collection survey to meet the Ed ode requirement and to develop an accurate picture of the condition of school libraries across the state.  If libraries are to benefit from the School and Library Improvement Block Grant, it is essential for each school library person to communicate what it takes to make the library grow and function.  The survey provides the basics for substantiating needs.  The online survey is up and open now through April 30, 2012 at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ci/cr/lb.
