There are more than 4.4 million English learners in America’s public schools, including many 
from immigrant families. In Santa Clara County, 24 percent of students enrolled in 2014-15 
were categorized as English learners and approximately 15 percent were fluent English 
proficient students, according to the California Department of Education. 
 
NABE is a national organization committed to excellence in bilingual and biliteracy education for 
students through enrichment programs, professional development and advocacy. NABE 
currently represents more than 3,500 bilingual education teachers, administrators, school board 
members, researchers and parents.
