Learn about anit-biased and inclusive strategies to use
literature to support LGBTQ+ students in your school,
library or classroom.

Evidence-based workshop that focuses on helping
families support LGBTQ+ children and youth by promoting
well-being and reducing health risks through increasing
accepting behaviors. In partnership with the Parent
Engagement Coordinator.

Equip early childhood educators on ways to affirm gender
and gender exploration in young students grades TK-2nd
grade. These trainings are based on a comprehensive,
multidisciplinary gender theory, symbolized by the
Gender Wheel.

A how-to session focusing on why Gay-Straight Alliances
(GSAs) are important, the legal protections for GSAs,
advisor expectations, and responsibilities for students.

Review laws and policies for protection and enumerate
district policies for creating safe and supportive schools for
LGBTQ+ students. These policies are designed to reduce
absenteeism and discipline issues related to students being
bullied and harassed.

Provide technical assistance to design and plan for
inclusive learning environments to support students
who are identified as LGBTQ+ youth and to establish
board policies.

Address the overrepresentation of LGBTQ+ youth in the
child welfare system and the increased risk of experiencing
discrimination and violence, how to create a welcoming
environment in your school and classroom and what
permanency means.

Demonstrate ways to build inclusivity in math classes.
From using gender neutral groupings to incorporate
LGBTQ+ facts and information in courses like AP statistics.

Celebrating the LGBTQ+ History month in October, the
SCCOE invites other county offices and nonprofits that
focus on supporting LGBTQ+ youth to these events.
Participants learn new insights into LGBTQ+ culture and
ways our schools support LGBTQ+ families and students.

SCCOE is a sponsor and has a contingent at the Parade
and Resource Fair. Individuals can participate with the
SCCOE as constituents at the Parade.

The Inclusive Schools Network (ISN) is an in-depth
program for educators committed to creating a gender
inclusive campus, the ISN is designed to build capacity of
educators to take ownership of and lead gender inclusive
work in their own school community.
