The ArtsEdConnect partnership of the Santa Clara County Office
of Education and SVCreates is pleased to announce that we

received almost 200 grant applications totaling approximately $375,000. This year's process for
choosing arts projects was competitive. Successful applicants were notified in the week of
October 23rd. Thanks to all who applied!

The ArtsEdConnect program awards grants to teachers in eligible public and charter schools in
Santa Clara County, subject to district approval, to support and encourage arts education in our
schools. The grants are available to take students on arts field trips, bring artists into the
classrooms, fund student performances, and create various art projects that foster creativity,
innovation exploration, self-expression, and social and emotional learning.
