First Apportionment of Funding for The Arts, Music, and Instructional Materials
Discretionary Block Grant

Sacramento, CA - The California Department of Education (CDE) has sent the first apportionment
to the State Controller’s Office for payment of the Arts, Music, and Instructional Materials
Discretionary Block Grant. This apportionment, in the amount of $1,780,443,075, is made from the
state General Fund pursuant to Section 134 of Assembly Bill (AB) 181 (Chapter 52, Statutes of
2022), as amended by Section 56 of AB 185 (Chapter 571, Statutes of 2022). Funding is provided to
county offices of education, school districts, charter schools, and state special schools to obtain
standards-aligned professional development and instructional materials in specified areas, obtain
professional development on improving school culture, develop diverse and culturally relevant
book collections, operational costs, and purchase COVID personal protective equipment.


The remaining funds will be released in Spring 2023. For more information about this
apportionment, please visit the Arts, Music, and Instructional Materials Discretionary Block Grant
funding results web page at https://www.cde.ca.gov/fg/fo/r14/amimbg22res.asp, where the letter
and schedule for this apportionment are posted.

Proposition 28: The Arts and Music in Schools Funding and
Accountability Act
