Dr. Patrick Akos, University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill states, “People are the most powerful
force within any school district. When individuals join and unite around common goals, results tend to
follow, but collaboration does not happen in a vacuum; it is a learned skill that requires effort, as well
as commitment and persistence.”

Palo Alto Unified School District (PAUSD)

Health Science & Medical Technologies

Gunn Biotechnology students presented mock investments plans in a friendly competition among
classmates to see who can make the biggest profit in a virtual stock project. Many students chose to
invest in Moderna, Pfizer and AstraZeneca who were, at the time, on the edge of vaccine approval.

Social Justice in Science

This semester’s topics covered many social justice areas, such as the history of several landmark
discoveries / experiments like the Tuskegee experiment, the story of Henrietta Lacks and the HelLa
cell line, and development of new cancer drugs. Students examined scientific problems from multiple
perspectives in their ethical analysis, while also covering fundamental biological concepts and
introduction to biotechnology tools / instruments.
