The Santa Clara County Office of Education District English Learner Advisory Committee met
on May 28, 2024. The meeting was held on zoom. Each person in attendance took a moment to
introduce themselves.

In attendance were:

Gema Alvarez, Manager Implementation and Compliance; Mark Camilleri, Principal South
County Community and Court Schools; Desmond McCann, Spanish Interpreter; Oanh Tran,
Vietnamese Interpreter; Maria Yakoub, Community Family and Resource and Outreach
Coordinator for Alternative Education; Katherine Everett, Principal OYA; Jordyn Durham
Navigator OYA; Riju Krishna, Teacher OYA; Jen Ann Executive Director Special
Education(SPED); Lucia Hernandez, parent; Miriam Holland, SPED ELAC President; Christina
Ramos Villasenor, parent.

The topics discussed included the purpose of DELAC, sharing of current English Learner
enroliment, test performance data, and reclassification updates.

A review of the 2024-25 LCAPs for SCCOE and OYA, which included all goals, actions, and
services specific to English Language Acquisition, and budget items, was also presented.

The committee also reviewed the 2024-25 Title 11l budget as indicated in the 2024-25 SPSAs
and the 2024-25 LCAP and planned spending in alignment with the Consolidated Application.

Gema Alvarez checked for any comments, questions, or concerns prior to the discussion of the
Conapp and LCAPs. No comments, questions, or concerns were raised by members.

Mark Camilleri presented the Conapp for discussion. Katherine Everett made a motion,
seconded by Mark Camilleri, to approve the Conapp. The majority of members voted to approve
the Conapp; none opposed it.

Mark Camilleri presented the SCCOE LCAP for discussion. Maria Yakoub moved to approve it,
which was seconded by Katherine Everett. The majority of members voted to approve it, and
none opposed it.

Mark Camilleri presented the OYA LCAP for discussion. Katherine Everett made a motion to
agree with it, which was seconded by Mark Camilleri. The majority of members voted to approve
the OYA LCAP, and none opposed it.

Gema Alvarez commented that the SCCOE LCAP will be presented to the SCCOE Board of
Education for a Public Hearing on June 5, 2024, and will be approved at the June 12, 2024,
Board of Education meeting.

A motion was made to end the meeting by Maria Yakoub and seconded by Mark Camilleri.
The meeting was adjourned at 3:09 p.m.
