The Santa Clara County Office of Education District English Learner Advisory Committee met
on November 13, 2024. The meeting was held in person at South County Annex, 9300 Wren

Ave., Gilroy, CA 95020. Everyone in attendance took a moment to introduce themselves and

answered the icebreaker by sharing something they were grateful for that day.

In attendance were: Gema Alvarez, Manager of Implementation and Compliance; Mark
Camiilleri, Principal South County Community and Court Schools; Angela Sarkan, Spanish
Interpreter; Oanh Tran, Vietnamese Interpreter; Alberto Verduzco, Director OYA; Micaela Perez,
Community School parent; Elisa Jimenez, Community member.

The topics discussed included the purpose of DELAC, sharing of current English Learner

enroliment, EL program updates, test performance data, and reclassification updates. A review
of the 2024-25 LCAPs and requested input on English Learner needs. The Parent Engagement
Policy, Attendance Works, the EL Master Plan, and the Form 10 overview were also discussed.

Input for the LCAP included increasing student interventions, providing continuous teacher
support and training, increasing parent involvement through personal phone calls, incentives,
user-friendly information, and inviting parents to attend conferences such as the California
Association for Bilingual Education (CABE).

After the presentation concluded, Micaela Perez was nominated to be DELAC chair. All present
were in agreement.
