The Program: Migrant Ed offers a unique program 
that identifies and provides services to students who have  
stopped attending school without completing their  
diploma. These Out of School Youth (OSY) receive ongoing  
one on one advocacy and academic support to help them  
complete their high school diploma, GED, or equivalent 
 
The Project: The OSY Network Project is an  
online data collection system. This online electronic  
system will track student demographic data and student  
services in order to reduce paperwork, improve data 
collection, increase program accountability, and enhance  
delivery of services.
