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“Young Cultural Ambassadors” bring cultural experience to Santa Clara County schools 

SAN JOSE, CA –More than 100 students, along with dozens more parents and teachers from 
China spent the day touring local classrooms, making new friends and putting on a cultural 
showcase as part of an exchange program created by the Santa Clara County Office of 
Education and the Chinese Society of Education.
