Recommended Action Resolution to Continue Meeting Remotely in Accordance with AB 361

On March 17, 2020, the Governor issued Executive Order N-29-20 that suspended the teleconferencing rules set forth in the
Brown Act enabling legislative bodies to meet remotely. On September 16, 2021, the Governor signed AB 361 authorizing a
legislative body subject to the Brown Act to continue to meet remotely using teleconference without compliance with the Brown
Act teleconference rules if certain conditions are followed. On September 21, 2021, the County Health Officer issued a
recommendation, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein, that public bodies continue to meet remotely. On
November 30, 2021, June 2, 2022, June 28, 2022, and October 13, 2022 the County Superintendent made findings and
adopted Resolution No. 2289-5 authorizing remote meetings pursuant to AB 361.

The County Health Officer has recommended that legislative bodies continue to meet remotely to promote social distancing as
one means to reduce the risk of COVID-19 transmission. The Opportunity Youth Academy Governing Board has an important
governmental interest in protecting the public health, safety, and welfare of those who participate in meetings of the various
legislative bodies during COVID-19 and ensuring that all members of the public can participate safely in meetings of legislative
bodies.

On June 30, 2022, Governor Gavin Newsom approved AB 181. Among other things, the bill established the Arts, Music, and Instructional Materials
(AMIM) Discretionary Block Grant. On September 27, 2022, Governor Newsom approved AB 185, which revised the Arts, Music, and Instructional
Materials Discretionary Block Grant. The grant allocates funds to LEAs for five purposes enumerated in Section 134(a) of Chapter 52 of the Statutes
of 2022), which may be briefly summarized as: (1) obtaining standards-aligned professional development and instructional materials for specified
subject areas; (2) obtaining professional development and instructional materials for improving school climate; (3) developing diverse, culturally
relevant and multilingual school library book collections; (4) operational costs, including retirement and health care cost increases; and (5) COVID-
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19-related costs necessary to keep pupils and staff safe and schools open for in-person instruction. These funds are available for encumbrance
through the 2025-26 fiscal year.
