 The processing time for an ini
application varies, can takes 4-6 months or
longer

 All DACA applicants will be fingerprinted
and USCIS will run extensive background
checks

DACA BENEFITS AND
LIMITATIONS

 BENEFITS
* Employment authorization (work permit)
that is valid for two years and can be
renewed every two years
* Protection from removal (deportation)

* You have the option to travel abroad if you
need to do so for educational, employment,
or humanitarian reasons

 LIMITATIONS
» DACA is temporary, not permanent relief

 You cannet travel abroad freely
 DACA can be taken away/lost
