The Assessment for Learning Series in mathematics highlight performance assessments in
which students carry out performance tasks that require them to demonstrate evidence of
their learning. Assessment items address key concepts drawn directly on curriculum content
students are learning. Participants will conduct and score grade-level assessment using
rubrics developed collaboratively by teachers. Evaluation of student work is calibrated to
ensure consistency.
